Drug Court is under budget and this 
        is Grant Funded.  Applied for Federal Grand and they are using a new website/software 
        program which has delayed the process.  Should be notified the end of October if grant will 
        be received. Also apply for DOJ TAG Grant will hear in December if grant will be 
        received.  
	ᵒ Justice Program Report-as of 10/11/2021 there are 8 inmates out on EMP.  There are 
               currently 15 enrolled/active in Drug Court.

ᵒ    2021 Budget Review- Extraditions are way up and continue to increase.  Trying to work with 
        the Judges to give court dates and quash the warrants.  Working with DA and Judges Office 
        on this issue. Did increase extradition for next year’s budget. Recruitment is up in both
        Corrections/Deputies.  Budget is overall 11.4% under. 
ᵒ     Northern and Middle States Rural Law Enforcement Assistance Program Grant- looking at 
       what areas this grant will have the monies applied to.
ᵒ    2021 Budget Adjustment-Jail: Requesting to increase the Jail Assessment Medical Expense 
        line in the amount of $27,500.00 due to the cost of required medication for inmates. 
        Increase in jail assessment medical line, specific meds for inmates the injections were about
        $5,000.00 each.
