· [bookmark: _GoBack]Emergency Management – Hazmat training in December was cancelled.  On 12/29/2021 there was a spill on Hwy 173 near Hwy 21. 130 gallons of diesel fuel was spilled.  Jared working with the cleanup company for this.  Planning on required tabletop that will be occurring in March of 2022. Plans for full scale exercise in the fall of this year or next year.  Jared and Chief Deputy Weaver will meeting with Tina and Cedric on the structure of the EOC.  Better staff of EOC reflects operation of EOC. Will meet this week on Wednesday to discuss personal that will need to receive training.  On 12/15/2021 the high winds that occurred, we were successful in providing early warnings.  Tree and Power Line damage occurred, but nothing of high significance. 
· Presentation of Awards – Beau Oliver was sworn in to Sergeant, Beau has been employed with the Sheriff’s Office for 1 ½ years.  Sgt. Ryan Lee was promoted to Captain, Captain Christopher Weaver was promoted to Chief Deputy, Lt. Jeffrey Spencer was promoted to Captain, Deputy Alex Maas was promoted to Detective, Corrections Officer Shasta Parker was promoted to Sergeant, and Corrections Officer Jeff Schwanz was promoted to Sergeant. There is an Awards Committee and the policy has a specific language, and the awards need to be met specifically, any member of the Sheriff’s Office can nominate any individual for these awards.  Captain Jeffrey Spencer Manages this committee, other members are Deputy Jason Rice, Corrections Officer Seth Phillips, and Deputy Fritz Degner. Life Saving Awards presented to Sgt. Fritz Degner, Deputy Brandon Leis, and Deputy Maas for their action that was taken on 5/16/2019 were they successfully pulled a subject out of a burning vehicle.  Life Saving Awards presented to Sgt. Fritz Degner, and Deputy Alex Maas for their quick action that was taken on 12/23/2019 that led to the preservation of another human being, were they performed lifesaving CPR. Life Saving Award presented to Seth Phillips for his action taken on 9/29/2020 that led to the preservation of another human being.  Life Saving Award presented to Deputy Marcus Badger for his action taken on 12/7/2021 that led to the preservation of another human being, were he performed CPR, and remained calm in this critical incident to save the life of another. Medal of Valor – presented to Sgt. Ryan Oswald, and Deputy Jason Rice for their heroic actions that took place on 11/5/2019, they were aware that they needed to protect patrons from an armed subject.  Medal of Honor presented to Deputy Ethan Young for his quick actions on 1/6/2019 that saved the life of another.  Sudden Cardiac Awareness Award presented to Captain Ryan Lee.
