All ayes, motion carried.   3 “yes”, 2 “absent” Motion made by Wally Habhegger to have Highway Commissioner Ohnstad proceed with making an offer to purchase on this property, seconded by Zach Zebell.  All ayes, motion carried.

8.  Highway Committee Meeting Schedule (Discussion & Decision)


Chairman David Pierce recommended that the Highway committee meetings be moved to the third Tuesday, so they are ahead of the Finance committee meetings.  Motion made by Wally Habhegger to have the Highway committee meetings the third Tuesday at 9 a.m., seconded by Zach Zebell.  All ayes, motion carried.
9.   Commissioner Report (Discussion)
· 2 projects have been submitted to the STP Rural program and we have not heard back yet.
· CTH P and CTH J were submitted for project funding, but were not selected.  However, CTH P just missed out, so Ohnstad is going to resubmit these projects for fiscal year 2023.

· The STP Urban project on CTH ET from Nicholas to USH 12 was submitted 2 years ago for funding.  Ohnstad stated that we have revised the estimate and it has doubled in price in the last 4 years.

· We are replacing culverts on CTH W and performing drainage work, should we get approved for additional funding for this project we will continue with this project this year.  If we do not, the project will be ready to go for next year.  

· If we end up not going any further on CTH W, we will proceed with getting CTH I ready as well.

· CTH Z and CTH N bridge projects are still projected out 3 more years.

· The CTH U bridge design is just about completed.  The Village of Norwalk will not have the funding available to them to do their portion of the recommended project at the same time.  
· The CTH P Bridge is projected for next year as well.

· The CTH P road project reconstruction and excavation will begin soon.  This project is projected to last through the end of August.  This area will not be closed, but they will be shifting traffic back and forth between the lanes.

· CTH ET from Flare Avenue to Nicholas Street contract has been executed.  The preconstruction meeting has not been scheduled yet.  Construction is possibly starting the end of the month thru Labor Day.
