4)  INJURY TO HIGHWAYS, ORDINANCE (DISCUSSION & DECISION)
A. The proposed ordinance prohibiting injury to highways and regulating the use of certain horseshoes on highways has been revised to reflect discussion of the Highway Committee at its meeting of December 20th.
B. The revised ordinance has been sent to Corporation Counsel for review.
C. As the ordinance, as now drafted, would apply to “all public highways” in Monroe County, and as the concept of the ordinance arose from one or more town governments, we recommend forwarding the proposal to the Monroe County Towns Association and its individual members for review and comment prior to any further action by the Highway Committee.

5)  FLEET CARD CREDIT LIMIT INCREASE (DISCUSSION & DECISION)
A. With the extraordinary increase in fuel costs over the past year, it has become necessary to increase the credit limit for fuel purchases on the Highway Department’s Fleet Card, from $15,000.00 to $30,000.00.
B. These cards are used primarily for fuel purchases for vehicles operating out of the Wilton Highway Garage which no longer has an on-site fueling facility, and also for fuel purchases from vendors throughout the county.

6)  STORAGE BUILDING DESIGN (DISCUSSION)
A. We received 3 proposals for the design of the Heated & Cold Storage building to be constructed at the Sparta Corporation Yard.
B. We have awarded the project to the design consultant that submitted the most advantageous proposal and have executed a contract.

7)  CONSULTANT REVIEW COMMITTEE MEETING (DISCUSSION & DECISION)
A) Proposals for the design of the CTH PC and the CTH P improvement projects are due by Tuesday, January 24th.  We will want to meet with the Consultant Review Committee during the week of January 30 through February 03 to review the proposals and make selections.
B) Copy of the proposals received will be delivered to the committee members.  We request that the committee schedule the meeting.
