February 20, 2023 meeting of the Monroe County Highway Committee


The February 2023 meeting of the MC Highway Committee was called to order by Chairman David Pierce at 9:00 a.m. on Tuesday, February 20, 2023 with committee members Wally Habhegger, Nodji VanWychen and Doug Rogalla in attendance and committee member Zach Zebell participating via telephone.  Also in attendance were Highway Commissioner David Ohnstad, Operations Program Coordinator Tyson Langrehr, Board of Supervisors Chairman Cedric Schnitzler and Chief Deputy Chris Weaver of the MC Sheriff’s Office..  Deputy MC Corporation Counsel Kerry Sullivan Flock participated via virtual connection.  Community members Mike Pierce, Gary Everts and Niel Friske were also in attendance.
Public Comment was deferred until later in the meeting.  After review, Nodji VanWychen made motion, second by Doug Rogalla to approve the minutes of the January 17, 2023 Highway Committee meeting, all members voted yes.  Highway Department vouchers and expenditures were reviewed.

Chairman Pierce initiated discussion on a proposed ordinance regulating certain horseshoes and animal-drawn vehicles and damage to public highways.  Discussion followed.  Member Doug Rogalla will meet with area community leaders and report back to the committee in March.  Wally Habhegger made motion, second by Doug Rogalla to table the matter until the committee meeting scheduled for Tuesday, March 21, 2023, all members voted yes.

Question was raised by attending community members regarding the status of ATV route approval.  No action taken.

Highway Commissioner David Ohnstad presented information regarding department projects, operations and equipment.
