Review of the January 13th meeting minutes: Sherwood moved to approve the January 13th, 2020 meeting minutes, Second by Path.  Motion carried (5-0). 
Sheriff’s Office: Request to present first with the resolution to the 2nd amendment: Declaring Monroe County to be a second amendment sanctuary county. 

Public Comment Period – Four members of the public addressed the board in favor of resolution.  
Sherwood moved to approve, second by Vinslauski. Resolution Passed (5-0). 
District Attorney:
2019 Line Item Transfer: Health Insurance expense exceeded budget due to new staff to the department with insurance coverage in the amount of $1,576.00. Osterberg states she will have Finance let the department know when this happens in the future for department budget purposes.
Sherwood moved to approve, second by Path. Motion carried (5-0).

Medical Examiner:   
2020 Budget Review: Budget is looking good so far. No questions or concerns.
2019 Line Item Transfer: Salary line exceeded budget.  Reallocate funds for the actual expense.

Path moved to approve, second by Vinslauski. Motion carried (5-0).

Monthly Activities/Caseload Report: January is not completely up to date as they are still trying to get 2019 tied out. 2020 vs 2019 slightly down. Penny is retiring march 20th. In the process of hiring for her position.
DISPATCH:

Life Saving Award Presentation: Life Saving award was presented to dispatchers, Josh Oxborrow, Josh Meyer, and Andrea Zebell for the actions taken in November 2019 during a house fire call where 2 people’s lives were saved. 
Budget Review 2020: Randy Williams speaks about 2020 budget. At 12.5%. Pays major maintenance bill up front for radios and tower equipment. No concerns or worries. 

2019 Line Item Transfer: Reallocate budgeted amount for actual expense in the salaries line for $24,081.00.
Sherwood moved to approve, second by Vinslauski. Motion carried (5-0).

State Next Gen 911 Grant Update: Williams is doing further research as the grant currently will be for counties or municipalities that have no equipment. There may be a second grant where we may be eligible.                          

Justice Department:
2020 Budget Review: Overall budget is at 5.8%. . No other concerns or questions.
2020 Budget Adjustment: WI DOJ Awarded the Justice Department additional monies in the amount of $12,000 through the TAD Grant for the OWI Treatment Court. These monies will be deposited into rewards and sanctions and conference/seminars for non-employees budget lines.
Path moved to approve, second by Steele. Steele moved to amend, second by path to amend third line from top from 57,401 to 12,000 Motion carried (5-0).
Motion on amendment carried (5-0)
Justice Programs Report: 13 inmates on EMP. 50 pieces of equipment currently in use. 
SHERIFF:
2020 Budget Review: Sheriff spoke about the 2020 budget overall looking pretty good. No concerns. K-9 revenue is showing $0 as this will not show on the budget until March or April when all invoices are paid from 2019. No other concerns or questions.
Introduction of Emergency Management Coordinator: Introduced Jared Tessman to the committee. 
Emergency Management 2019 Line Item Transfer: Transfer from contracted services & EPCRA Mississippi contracted services may have not been paid as of yet. Can amend at county board if need to. 
Steele moved to approve, second by Vinslauski. Motion carried (5-0).
Jail-Line Item Transfer: Correct overage for jail admin salaries in the amount of $218 moved from employee education and training line and into salaries line to cover actual expense.
Sherwood moved to approve, second by Vinslauski. Motion carried (5-0).

Jail-Budget Adjustment 2020: SCAAP monies moved to Capital Outlay for time keeping record and signature pads. Help to take out human error for cell checks as it automatically logs the check as they leave the cell.
Steele moved to approve, second by Sherwood. Motion carried (5-0).

Jail-Budget Adjustment 2020: SCAAP FY2019 awards were delayed at the Federal Level. FY2019 awards were received January 2020 and our fee for processing was more than what was budgeted for in 2020 for FY2020 SCAAP.
Sherwood moved to approve, second by Vinslauski. Motion carried (5-0).

Jail-Budget Adjustment 2019: Adjustment to move monies to cover expenditures in Transport salaries ON-Call.
Vinslauski moved to approve, second by Steele. Motion carried (5-0).
Sheriff-Budget Adjustment 2020: 2015 Patrol SUV sold to Village of Norwalk in the amount of $5,800. Monies moved into Capital Outlay Non- Lapsing budget line. 
Path moved to approve, second by Sherwood. Motion carried (5-0).

Sheriff-Budget Adjustment 2020: Rollover of funds from 2019 Jailer Education & Training into Sheriff Administration Education & Training for the Zuercher Conference in 2020.
Steele moved to approve, second by Vinslauski. Motion carried (5-0).

Sheriff-Budget Adjustment 2020: Excess ES Sanction funds over projected funds to be utilized for the Zuercher Guard 1 Interface.
Steele moved to approve, second by Sherwood. Motion carried (5-0).

Sheriff-Budget Adjustment 2019: $2500.00 increase in revenue due to acceptance of BOTS grant. Monies were used for vehicle set up equipment.
Sherwood moved to approve, second by Vinslauski. Motion carried (5-0).

Sheriff-Budget Adjustment 2019: $4,000.00 increase in revenue due to acceptance of BOTS grant. Monies were used for vehicle set up equipment.

Steele moved to approve, second by Path. Motion carried (5-0).

Re-Purpose of Funds 2020: Re-Purpose of funds within Capital Outlay in the amount of $52,000 for purchase of a 3rd transport vehicle (SUV). The purchase of the 2 new transport vans were covered from trade in of vehicles.
Vinslauski moved to approve, second by Sherwood. Motion carried (5-0).

Credit Card Approval: Credit card request for Jared Tessman-Emergency Management
Sherwood moved to approve, second by Vinslauski. Motion carried (5-0).

Dog Complaints-Township of Byron: In Byron there is an owner of hounds has quite a few used for a variety of purposes. There has been complaints for the past 2 decades already. There is a new owner of the campground that was part of the golf course. The owners have contacted the sheriff several times about the concerns of these hounds and there continuous barking, as well as contacting Allison at the animal shelter. Contact has been made to view some of the dogs which appeared healthy and cared for. There is nothing in place that can be done about habitual barking and there is not a noise ordinance in place at this time. The owners of the campgrounds are aware that there is not a solution at this time. Sheriff Revels will get a letter to the campground owner as to what has been discussed.
Justice Center Security: Various supervisors had complained to Wallace Habhegger about going through security where there are county employees who do not go through. Tina, Judge Ziegler, and Sheriff have had discussions about who should go through Per Mar Security. Tina, Judge Ziegler, and the Sheriff believe the county board should go through security for showing others that it is important to them. A decision has not been made as of yet. Sheriff will report back.
ATV Routes: Steele looking to see if anyone has anything to take to the Highway meeting in regards to ATV’s on the highway and opening up certain highways for ATV access. 
Sherwood moved to approve, second by Path. Motion carried (3-2).
Resolution-Civil Process Fees: Resolution to establish sheriff fees for civil process and for the County Board to relinquish any modification to the Public Safety Committee.
Sherwood moved to approve, second by Vinslauski. Motion carried (5-0).

Resolution-Nuisance Use of Telephone: Resolution to authorize changes to the Monroe County code to prohibit nuisance use of a telephone for 911 calls.
Steele moved to approve, second by Vinslauski. Motion carried (5-0).
Zuercher/CML Monthly Reports: Rob states Zuercher going somewhat better. Still continuing to work through processes.

Population in jail is at/or around 111 at this time and 13 of those are on EMP.
