Budget Review: Eric Weihe reviewed and discussed the current budget schedule with the Committee.

MEDICAL EXAMINER
Budget Review: Bob Smith reviewed and discussed the current budget schedule with the Committee. Committee wish to discuss the WI Statue that states that the ME must respond to death calls, not to include the Hospice and Hospital Deaths. The mileage expense was up in 2017 because of the new ME noticing that the Statute wasn’t being followed. The Statute will be reviewed at February’s agenda.

Budget Review: Sheriff Perkins reviewed and discussed the current budget schedule with the Committee.

Line Item Transfer-EM: To cover the under budgeted EM salaries account for the budget year 2017. Roll up codes and journal entries by Finance Department will make up the rest of the shortage per the Finance Director. Habhegger moved to approve the Line Item Transfer, second by Sherwood. Motion carried (5-0).
Fee Schedules: There is a Resolution being drafted up for the new fees with Corporate Counsel.
Nixle – EM: Nixle is a new Mass Communication program being that Dispatch and others a being trained on to use. Very soon a press release will go out soon to notify the community. The committee hopes that a TV or Radio Station does some coverage on this.

Budget Review: Randy Williams reviewed and discussed the current budget schedule with the Committee.

Budget Adjustment: At the November 7, 2017 Public Safety Committee Meeting, the committee approved a budget adjustment in the amount of $13,000 for Elert funds to roll forward to 2018. That amount is an error and should be retracted. This new budget adjustment is for the correct amount ($4,360) to roll forward from 2017 to 2018. Sherwood moved to approve the Budget Adjustment, second by Las. Motion carried (5-0).
Next Generation 911: Randy did some research to answer the committee’s questions from the previous month regarding the Next Generation 911 RFP. Randy also fielded and answered new questions of the committee. Randy only had 16 Wisconsin Counties respond to his ListServ questions. He ask again to try to get more Counties to respond. The Committee would like to compare with more Counties and will make their recommendation in the February meeting.
